I’d like to say straight away that the motivation behind all the things that follow is to make sure that we do everything that we possibly can to make sure that our Christmas Plays go ahead this year.

There has been so much disruption over the last couple of years and I know that I’m speaking for everyone when I say that we really don’t need anymore. 

These productions mean so much to our children, especially those in Year Six who will probably never have another opportunity like this, and the way that they are going about getting ready for everything is a source of great pride for us all.

They are working so hard and with such enthusiasm and I wish you could be in school to see this. The whole experience means so much to them and I’ve got to say that it means just as much to Becki and I and the rest of our staff.

We are also mindful that with rates of covid as high as they currently are there is some potential for the events to become “spreaders” and we also want to try and do what we can to stop the things that we are doing in school ruining anyone’s Christmas.
Many schools are cancelling performances completely, or greatly limiting the number of people who are allowed to attend, and this is not something we want to do.

From Monday morning we will be asking everyone to wear masks if they are inside school.

If you don’t have your own please help yourself to one from the box which will be just inside the door.

We will also be keeping children in Years Five and Six away from children in Key Stage 1 and limiting their involvement with Years Three and Four to play rehearsals.
Key Stage One Nativity

As of today we have 216 people attending the Key Stage One Nativity on Wednesday and although our hall is quite big we think that this is too many people in one place at one time.

We have though hard about this we hope that your will agree that limiting the size of the audience to 120 is a sensible step.
We don’t want to disappoint anyone so we have decided to put on two performances instead of one:

· Wednesday 8th December at 10.30am and 2.00pm
We would be very grateful if you would get in touch to let us know if you have a preference either today, by email, or on Monday morning by returning the slip at the bottom of this letter or by dropping us a note.

If we have to, we’ll give priority to those of you who can’t switch to the afternoon because you’ve booked time off work or something like this.

If this is the case please let us know.
We know that is short notice, however we also hope that you will understand why we are doing to try and do this, and that enough of you will have the flexibility to make this work.

We are requesting that you wear masks at these performances.

We will be videoing the Nativity and making it available as soon as we can so that if anyone is uneasy about coming into school they will be able to watch it at home.
Key Stage Two Musical – Shirley Holmes and the Strange Case of the Zombie Apocalypse 
We will be limiting audiences to 120 people and will be asking everyone to wear a mask.

Our performances are:

· Tuesday 14th December at 2.00pm

· Wednesday 15th December at 7.00pm

· Thursday 16th December at 7.00pm

If there is any demand, and I suspect there may well be, we would be happy to put on a fourth performance on:
· Thursday 16th December at 2.00pm

When we asked the children what the thought about this possibility on Friday they were actually delighted with the idea of doing another show.
In the first instance we will be allocating tickets to the families of children in Year Six on the basis that this is their children’s “year”.
Initially we will be allocating two tickets to the families of children in Years Three, Four and Five.
If you would like more than two tickets please let us know and wherever possible we will let you have them.
We normally seat around 500 people for our plays and if as many people as normal wish to come four performances should accommodate this – as long as people are as flexible as they can be.

You may start to order tickets, which are free, straight away by email or tomorrow morning using the following form, or by simply sending in a note.

We will be producing a video of the play, which we will make available as soon as possible, so that anyone who is uneasy about attending will be able to share the experience.

I hope you agree that this is a sensible, and balanced, way forward.
