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What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
 (
In instances where there is closure of a bubble, school group or the school as a whole, children will be sent home with reading books and records, log in details for any relevant websites which are being used to support their education (including those relating to our blog-site which is used to directly support individuals), printed materials, any relevant additional resources, and instructions on how and when further instruction will given and where these instructions will be available.
)
Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
 (
We will teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, we have needed to make some adaptations in some subjects. For example, the practical nature of some subjects such as science, technology, music and sport will make normal delivery impossible at home where various resources are likely to be unavailable.
Children who are in school because they are either vulnerable or a child of a key worker will be educated in the same way as children who are at home and with the same materials.
In this way all children will have equal and fair access to education on a “level playing field”. 
)
Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:

Materials for online learning will be made available for download on children’s Class Pages which can be accessed on our web-site (
www.bradworthyacademy.co.uk
) .
Log-in details will be provided so that our blog-site (which provides support for children / parents) can be accessed from home.
Details relating to Class email addresses will be available on Class Pages.
Information relating to the access of any online materials will be available on Class Pages.
The school email address (

) will be available so that the Headteacher / administration staff can be contacted at any time.

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
 (
In a remote rural location, such as ours, internet access can be unreliable and slow.
Where this is an issue, parents are requested to get in touch with the school (via email or by telephoning our office) so that we can arrange for learning packs to be posted out, or made available for collection.
These packs will be available on a weekly basis.
Parents are encouraged to contact school where access to the internet is limited by the availability of appropriate equipment, rather than service provision, so that we can make arrangements for support wherever possible. 
Where it is impossible for children to submit work to their teachers, they will be encouraged to use the post – with costs being reimbursed by the school on a claims basis.
)

How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
 (
The following remote teaching approaches will be in use as deemed appropriate by Class Teachers who are responsible for their children’s learning:
recorded teaching (such as video / audio recordings made by teachers).
printed paper packs produced by teachers.
textbooks and reading books pupils have at home.
commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences as explained on Class Pages.
daily tasks supported through Class Blog-Sites.
long-term project work and/or internet research activities.
live teaching sessions will not be in use.
)
Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
 (
We would ask that children / parents remain in close contact with the school throughout any closure. This means:
at least weekly communication where information is provided to teachers relating to the tasks that have been set.
The use of our blog-site, and Class email, to obtain support with remote learning materials as and when necessary. 
Submission of work as requested each week on Class Pages.
)
How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
 (
Children’s engagement with home learning materials will be monitored and assessed on an ongoing basis by Class Teachers.
This monitoring will take into account: submission of work, communication via blog-site or e-mail and log-on records for online learning platforms.
If a period of three days passes without any evidence of engagement email communication will be made with parents. If there is no response to this within a period of two further days telephone contact will be made. 
If there is no successful communication at this point the matter will be escalated to senior management level as a possible safeguarding issue.
If members of staff have reason to believe there might be a safeguarding issue at an earlier point the matter should be reported immediately.
)
How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
 (
Children / their parents will be asked to submit key examples of work on a weekly basis so that teaching staff can both monitor and assess progress.
Feedback will be offered through blog-sites in answer to specific questions, or in response to emerging issues with a given task.
Feedback will come automatically through participation in online platforms and through the provision of solutions to a task for self assessment.
)
Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
 (
Pupils with SEND will be working within the guidance and materials set out by
 
their
 
class teachers.   Additional resources and guidance will be made available to parents and pupils with additional needs, to support them in accessing the materials fully. 
 
Specific pupil based resources can also be sent to pupils wherever relevant, including daily intervention programmes and specific tasks or materials which are unique to a small group, or individual pupils.   
All parents, and particularly those parents of pupils with additional needs, are encouraged to contact class teachers and our SENDCO for any further support and advice as needed. 
 
)
Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
 (
If individual children are self isolating at a point where school is open the procedures for online learning and support explained in this document will not be available because it is neither practical or reasonable to expect members of teaching staff to be teaching their class in person and offering regular online support. 
Instead learning packs, covering the things that are being taught in school, will be produced for these children to work with at home.
Support and assessment will be available on a daily basis via children’s Class email accounts.
