As I'm emailing I'd like to reinforce a couple of points:

· If your child / children, or anyone else in your family, develop symptoms please take a cautious approach and keep them, and all other members of your family group, at home until you are sure that they do not have COVID-19. This means children may not attend school until either a fourteen day period of isolation has passed or there has been a return of negative test results for those showing symptoms. 


· Can we please ensure that all adults are wearing facemasks when inside our school buildings - for example when collecting children from an afterschool club. If you don't have a mask, or have forgotten it, there is a box of face masks inside the main school doors - please feel free to take one.

I'd like to thank everyone for their support and patience over the last few days. This has been greatly appreciated and has made our job of trying to ensure everyone's safety much easier to achieve.
