Dear Parents,

Please Don’t Panic !

We had to send a couple of children home today because they have been in contact with someone who has tested positive for COVID-19.

The children themselves were not running a temperature and had no symptoms of any sort. 

As soon as we were informed we isolated the children and they were collected almost immediately by their parents. The children concerned are in Years Three and Five and had no contact with any other children / or staff in any other part of the school at any time.

The children will be having a test today and will be isolating for fourteen days.

We have taken advice and we have been told that as the children were in contact with someone, rather than having symptoms themselves, the school does not need to take any further actions unless a positive test result is returned.

We expect this result to be available tomorrow.

This said we have decided to act cautiously on this occasion, and will be taking the following precautions, just in case positive results are returned:

· Years Three and Five will be kept separate from the rest of their bubble (Years Four and Six).

· Children in Years Three and Five will not be attending tonight’s afterschool clubs.

· Children in Years Three and Five will not be travelling on the school buses either tonight or tomorrow morning.

I’m really sorry if this causes any inconvienience for anyone, however I’m sure that you’ll agree that it’s better to be on the safe side of things at the minute.
I’m sure that this matter will be resolved tomorrow.
