Hello Everyone,

I hope that you are all well.

It has been great to be able to welcome some of our children back over the last few weeks. I think that this has been a positive experience for them and I’d like to thank everyone involved for working so hard to make sure that this has been the case.

I think we’ve reached a point where it would be beneficial for children in other age groups to be able to spend a couple of days in school before the end of the Summer Term.
I think that this will be good for their mental health, showing them that school is a safe place, still much as it was before COVID hit us, and providing reassurance ahead of September when I sincerely hope that things will be as close to normal as possible.

Before reading the latest policy document, which is attached here, please make sure you fully understand and appreciate the following;

Children are not required to return to school. It is your decision whether or not to send them back and school will support this completely.

As previously advised social distancing will not be possible in a primary school environment, and whilst we will be making reasonable, age appropriate adjustments to the way we work, we cannot guarantee that children will be 1+ metres distant from each other during the school day from Monday 6th July.

Parents who are sending their children back to school must understand this.

Our policy document explains when we will be offering sessions for children in Years Two, Three, Four and Five.
Basically we will try and keep children in groups with their friends, however you should let us know if you would prefer you children to be part of a particular group. We will respect your wishes wherever we can.

Arrangements for children in Reception and Years One and Six are already in place and will not change before the end of term.

If additional children wish to return to school we will be able to accommodate this.

Our “Key Worker Group” will be capped at fifteen children until the end of term, with priority given to children who are already registered. You will still need to let us know which days your children will be attending by the end of the week before.
