COVID-19 Policy – Further Guidance
Summer 2020

Our COVID-19 Policy was agreed on Friday 22nd May 2020 and remains in place.

These policies, and the procedures listed within, remain school policy unless superseded by any of the following arrangements.

This document should be viewed as an addition to this policy, rather than a replacement.

Rationale 
The purpose of this document is to facilitate the return of children in Years Two, Three, Four and Five, before school closes for the Summer Break at the end of July.
Government guidelines do not require the return of these age groups at this time, however we believe that the provision of a couple of days in school for these children, prior to their return in September, will be of benefit to their mental health, and overall wellbeing.

We believe that a short period in school now will be beneficial to our children when they return to school in September, when it is hoped that things will be close to normal.

Reception, Year One and Year Six Classes
Arrangements for these Year Groups are already in place and will continue, unchanged, until the end of the school year at the end of July.

We are in a position where we will be able to accept additional children with groups now “capped” at fifteen children, rather than nine.

Key Worker Group

We have operated a “Key Worker Group” throughout the period in which school has been closed to other children, and have continued to do so, on the return of children in Reception, Year One and Year Six.

This group will continue to run until the end of the Summer Term. 

The return of children in age groups from across the school means that we will not be able to cater for higher numbers of children in this group.

This group will be capped at fifteen children, with priority given to children who have been using this service over the last few weeks.

Other children will be accommodated if numbers allow.

This group will be accommodated in the School Hall from Monday 6th July.

Attendance 

Parents will not be required to send their children into school during the Summer Term.

Members of staff who are in vulnerable groups will not be required to return to school during the Summer Term.

Social Distancing

As previously advised social distancing will not be possible in a primary school environment, and whilst we will be making reasonable, age appropriate adjustments to the way we work, we cannot guarantee that children will be 1+ metres distant from each other during the school day from Monday 6th July.
Parents who are sending their children back to school must understand this.

Members of staff who are returning to school must also understand this.

In addition to the practical impossibility of enforcing this it is also undesirable and inappropriate for children in primary schools, especially those in Reception and Year One.

Children in different Year Groups will not be permitted to mix during the school day.

Arrangements for the Return of Children
Children in Years Two, Three, Four and Five, will be split into two groups and offered two days in school before the end of the Summer Term, as follows:

Groups will be limited to fifteen in line with current government guidance.
Where there is a preference parents will be given the opportunity to select the group that they would prefer their children to become part of on a “first-come-first-served” basis.

Wherever possible we will seek to respect the wishes of parents, however we will not allow groups to rise significantly above the fifteen maximum which we have set.

The School Day

Official school hours will be from 9.00am to 3.30pm each day.

There will be a staggered start and end to each day, as described below:
Please note that our before, and after, school childcare provision is not operating this term.

On days that Year Two are in school they will be required to enter and leave their class via their fire door. They will use their normal classroom. 
Children will need to be dropped off at 9.10am and will need to be collected at 3.20pm. 

Year Three will enter and leave school via the main school doors and will use their normal classroom.

Children will need to be dropped off at 9.10am and collected at 3.20pm.

Year Four will enter and leave school via the main school doors and will use their normal classroom. They will reach their class by going down the corridor to the school hall, rather than by going into the main school building.
Children will need to be dropped off at 9.10am and collected at 3.20pm.

Year Five will enter and leave school via their fire door, which is situated down the walkway at the end of the school building, adjacent to the gate to the pavement leading to the village square, and will use their normal classroom.

Children will need to be dropped off at 9.10am and collected at 3.20pm.

Toilets
Toilets will be used as follows:
Reception and Year One -
Reception Toilets

Other Groups -

Main School Toilets

Please note that the maximum number of children in a toilet area at any onetime will remain at three.

Children may not use toilets to change clothes in.   
Morning and Lunch Breaks

If the weather allows the use the use of our school field there will be no need to stagger break periods.

If the field is not in use then breaks will be staggered as follows:

Morning Break:
KS1, from 10.15am to 10.45 am.



KS2, from 11.00am to 11.30 am.

Lunch Breaks:

KS1, from 12.15pm to 12.55pm.




KS2, from 1.05pm to 1.45pm.

Children will remain separate in their own “class bubbles” when outdoors.

There will be a huge “day-to-day” variety in the way we use our grounds due to the various different groups which will be in on different days.

Staff will be informed of arrangements each morning.

School meals will be available each day with children continuing to eat their in their classrooms.

If numbers become too high for our staff to deliver school meals children will collect them, themselves. This will be done one group at a time with segregation from other classes being maintained.
Transport to School
Transport to school is the responsibility of our local authority and they have undertaken to provide this wherever possible.

Parents will be required to inform school in relation to their requirements for transport so that this can be passed on to the authority.

Transport will not be available unless parents supply this information.
Home Education
The return of children across the school means that our staff will be involved in “day-to-day” provision for children in school and as a result of this “home education” provision will be scaled back from Monday 6th July.
Teachers will provide guidance, and a range of generic activities, for their classes which we hope will allow children to continue to develop and progress over the summer, ahead of their return in September.

 Agreement and Review

This policy was agreed by our governing body over the weekend of Saturday 27th June and became policy on Tuesday 30th June.

It will be reviewed and adapted on an on-going, daily, basis as local and national conditions change.

It will be discontinued, or replaced by further documentation, as necessary and on the basis of national guidance and local conditions and consultations
