Hello Everyone,

I’ve got to say it’s been a long week trying to plan for the children’s return next week but I think we’re there. We’ve had a very positive meeting in school with the staff that will be directly involved with Reception, Year One and Year Six, and I’ve got to say that we’re all feeling positive about the children coming back.

We’re happy that the school environment is such that it shouldn’t be off putting, or feel noticeably different for the children and, whilst there are obviously things that will be different, that the children will need to take on, we are confident that we’ll be able to achieve this through teaching, understanding and cooperation, rather than through enforcing a series of strict rules.
Reception and Year One will be operating two groups, Group One on Monday and Tuesday and Group Two on Thursday and Friday.

We will be closed on Wednesday for deep cleaning of their classrooms before the next group uses it.

Year Six will be in all week.

Deep cleaning will also take place on Friday evening in all three classes ahead of the following week.

Hopefully these groups will work well, however we will be reviewing them at the end of each week. Feel free to let us know if there are any issues with them.
Wherever possible we would like the children to arrive and leave school as follows.

We are asking that parents come in and leave school as quickly as possible however we do understand that some children may be finding their return a bit emotional. We’ll be on hand to put a “socially distant” arm round their shoulders and you will be free to bring them to us to hand over in as gentle a way as possible.

These first moments will be very important for young children and we are determined to get this right.

Reception will arrive and leave through their normal door. Arriving at 9.10am and leaving at 3.20pm.

Year One will arrive and leave through Class Two’s fire door. Arriving at 9.00am and leaving at 3.30pm.

Year Six will arrive and leave through their fire door. Arriving at 8.50am and leaving at 3.40pm.

Children in the key worker group will arrive and leave through the main doors at the front of the school and go to our Year Three Class. Arriving at 9.00am and leaving at 3.30pm.

We are attempting to organise transport but have heard nothing form the local authority as yet. If transport is running children will obviously arrive and leave with the buses.

I’ll be in touch about this the second I hear something.

If the weather is nice children may gather on their allocated playground.
Allocated playgrounds are:

Reception – The playground immediately outside their classroom.

Year One – The playground containing the basketball posts.

Year Six – Their normal large, fenced playground area.

Children in the Key Worker Group will be allowed to mix with other children because we are outside. Children in Years Two and Three, sharing Year One’s area and children in Year Four and Five, sharing Year Six’s area.

We are intending to carry out a temperature test on everyone in school at the start of each morning. This will involve shining a light on the forehead and will take around five seconds for each person it total.

Children must come to school wearing full school uniform and will need to have a PE Kit with them each day.
We are happy for them to bring pencil cases from home, however they may not share these things with other children and must take them home at the end of each school day.

If they don’t want to do this equipment will be available in school.

Children will still be encouraged to bring books home. On their return all books will be boxed for 72 hours to allow any infection to pass before going back into use.

They will not have free access to reading schemes or our library however staff will be available so that this can still happen.

We would encourage the parents of younger children to use the children’s reading records and these will be checked by our staff as normal. For the time being our staff will not be adding comments to these. If we do need to comment we will attach a “post-it” note to the record – other records will be kept in school.

School dinners will be available in school each day and will be free for children in Reception and Year One, as well as for others who are entitled to free meals.

Unless absolutely necessary drinks will not be served with meals and we would ask you to send the children in with a drink. This can be refilled during the school day.

Our menu has been adapted so that it is simple and able to be eaten without too much support. The menu will be repeated each week for the time-being.

Our break service will not be running for the time-being.

Water fountains will not be available at this time.

The menu and a simple order form are attached to this email. Please ensure that we get all orders by Monday morning at the latest.

A lot of the above is simply a reminder of things which were set out in the policy you have already received, (It’s been attached to this email in case you want to see it again) however if you have any unanswered question please feel very free to get in touch.
As I said at the start of this everyone in school is feeling positive about getting some of our children back and I think that it’s important that the children are relaxed and feeling happy to come back too.

Hopefully these few tentative steps will get us back to normal soon and that this process will be a positive one for everyone.

As I’ve just said please get in touch over anything and whenever you wish.
