I'm afraid that I still haven't got any information about when schools are likely to start reopening.

The media is all over the place with different rumours and thoughts about what is gong to happen. I guess there's half a chance that Boris might make things clear when he addresses the nation on Sunday - my fingers are crossed anyway.

If you want my take on things I think that:

· they could well start encouraging key workers to send their children into school in the near future, rather than encouraging them to stay at home wherever possible.

· it's very unlikely that parents will be told that their children “must” return to school at any time in the foreseeable future.

· it's quite likely that we will be open to children beyond those of key workers at some point in June (possibly as soon as 1st June)

· it would seem very likely that we will be told to "phase" children's return in some way. Possibly certain Classes in on certain days to start with.

I'm afraid I don't have any inside information, however I will obviously let you know as soon as I hear anything concrete.

So far as next week is concerned I can't see any real chance of our current advice changing.
We've had a handful of children in this week on a couple of days and will be open again next week for key workers’ children / vulnerable children where childcare in school is essential.

As always I would ask you to let me know by Friday evening if your child / children will be coming in so that I can ensure we have appropriate numbers of staff in school.
