Hello Everyone,

It looks like the “lockdown” is set to continue for a while yet and I can’t see any prospect of schools opening properly for quite a few weeks yet.

I’m really hoping that we’ll be back by the end of May so that we can get back to normal and enjoy the Summer Term.

School will be open next week, from Tuesday 14th April, for children who are deemed vulnerable (which basically means have a social worker or an Education, Health Care Plan) and for children of key workers (which I’ve explained in a previous letter).

The government has said that children should only attend if parents are unable to make safe provision for their children at home.

Children who come to school will not have “proper” lessons but will have the opportunity to work on the tasks that their teachers have been setting them on-line.

(I hope you’ve all been able to access this and that this is proving useful)
Children who attend must wear school uniform and will need a packed lunch as our kitchens will remain closed for the time-being. 

School will be open from 8.40am to 3.50pm each day.

It is our intention to staff school on a rota basis as we did before closing for Easter.

If you are intending to send your child / children in to school next week please   e-mail so that we are able to ensure we have proper levels of staffing for children of different ages.
