Bradworthy Primary Academy
Charging and Remissions Policy
Charging:

This policy should be read in conjunction with our Academy Ethos, which explains the importance that we place on extension and enrichment activities so that children develop as fully rounded individuals.

This policy relates to the Academy’s Policy on making charges for the activities that our children are involved in both within, and beyond the Academy’s basic curriculum. 

The Academy has a long established policy of offering subsidies for activities so that the curriculum can be effectively enriched and extended and that these opportunities are available to as many children as possible, regardless of their personal circumstances.

These subsidies are offered in an equal and non-discriminatory manner to all children, however in instance where it is deemed that there may be hardship, or some other exceptional circumstance, the Headteacher will have authority to agree additional levels of support.

Each instance will be dealt with confidentially and on its own merits will not set any lasting precedence. 
The governors will agree their continued commitment to the principle of offering of subsides on an annual basis as a part of the budget setting process.

The Headteacher will administer the organisational practicalities of these subsidies, including the allocation of funds, according to budget restraints and other priorities.
As a general principle The Academy will not normally charge for any activity which takes place within school time with the exception of individual (or very small group) tuition for activities such as music tuition. 
In some instances, and at the discretion of the Headteacher, the Academy reserves the right to invite parents to make voluntary contributions towards some activities which take place during school hours.
An example of this may involve a charge for the purchase of certain materials involved in some activities, for example ingredients for cookery. Where this is the case this will be made clear to parents before the activity commences.

The Academy reserves the right to charge for any activity provided either wholly or partially outside school hours. Subject to the comments already made about the subsidies that we aim to offer these charges may be such that they cover either the whole cost, or a part of this.

All activities will be strictly non-profit making and in no circumstances will these charges cover anything beyond the actual costs of any activity.

These activities will constitute optional extras and whilst they will obviously operate within the Academy’s agreed priorities and overall ethos they will not form any part of the core curriculum.

There will be no instances where any charge is made for being transported on a school minibus.

No child will be left out of any core activity because his or her parents / carers cannot, or will not make a contribution, although, at the discretion of the Headteacher, certain activities may not proceed if insufficient voluntary contributions are made.

Remissions:

This policy should be read in conjunction with our Finance Policy and will operate under the conditions of that policy.

Members of staff, and others, will be reimbursed for personal expenditure which has been undertaken in accordance with school business, previously agreed by either the Headteacher or School Administrator.

Where this expenditure occurs in an emergency situation, or where there are no other reasonable alternatives, such as may be the case on a residential trip, for example, this necessity for prior consent may be waived by the Headteacher.

Any complaints relating to either Charging or Remissions may be raised with our governing body if resolution cannot be obtained with the Headteacher.

This policy will reviewed by the Headteacher on an annual basis.
