Some Things to Do:

· The two video’s which tell the story of the war are “a bit American”. Carry out some research so that you can also bullet point the Second World War from Britain’s point of view.

· Make a list of your ten most important people (for example people in charge of different countries, military leaders, etc.) who were part of the War. 

· Pick one of these people and write down ten facts about them.

· If you’ve got someone in you’re family who remembers VE Day talk to them about it. If you haven’t find someone’s story on-line. Make notes.
· Write an account of what you’ve been told or found out (about 100 words).
· Explain why it is important to remember things like this, even though they are terrible.
