Four Fours Investigation :-

How many of the following numbers can you make using the numbers :

4 , 4 , 4 , 4

….. and any maths symbol that you know ( for example : + - x / ! (what does ! mean in maths ?) ).
For example :
4 + 4 + 4 + 4 = 16



( 4 x 4 ) + 4 + 4 = 24
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It’s possible to make any number up to 100, although some of the answers are very difficult – and in a couple of cases a bit of a cheat !!!
