Writing a Description of a Character ( Number Two )
You’ve just written a detailed description of a character which showed their personality and which was based on their name. 
You wrote about the person’s physical appearance and their temperament making sure that the two were linked.
You also described the things that they were doing, making sure that these things were linked to their personality or mood.

When you are writing you need to remember the criteria for a successful piece of creative writing:

· Using short and long sentences

· Creative use of punctuation

· Starting new lines so that writing is presented in a dramatic way

· Using an adventurous vocabulary
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Descriptions which are both direct and indirect 
You probably wrote a description of a character 

called Mr. Savage.
This time you are going to write a description of a character

who has a personality which is completely different from

the character you wrote about last week.

For example if you wrote about Mr. Savage last week you

could write about a character called Miss Honey this 
week . . . . . 
. . . . . of if you wrote about a character called Captain Braveheart last week you could write about a character called Billy Little this week.

You can choose whatever name and personality you like – it just needs to be different to last weeks character’s personality.

Please try and write about 200 words.
