OB

Not a thing !

YB

You’re a waste of space Scuttlebutt – I wish I’d never voted for you !!

Mayor

Now come on.

I can assure you that everyone in the Mayor’s Office is doing everything they can to resolve this terrible situation.

In fact I can reveal today ….

Rob

It’s not good enough !!!
OB

The constant howling is keeping us awake.

YB

I haven’t slept for weeks.

OB

Endless howling and barking ….

YB

The noise is terrible.
Rob 

My mate Barry was chased home last week.



Afraid for his life he was.

A terrible roaring, snarling, drooling beast chased him all the way up North Street.

OB

That’s terrible. Is he OK ?

Rob

He had to jump down the village well to escape !!!

OB

That’s terrible. How did he get out ?

Rob

He won’t come out.


He says he’s safer in the well.



We’ve been chucking down cheese sandwiches and cider for days.

Mayor

As I was trying to say.



I can reveal today that we have ….

YB

And the Poo !!!

OB 

Hell Hound Poo is everywhere ….

Rob

It’s piled up everywhere

It’s Steaming and smelling and generally making the whole place look awfully untidy.

YB

We were going up for best kept village next year.

OB

More likely to win worst kept toilet I reckon.

Rob

Something’s got to be done about all of this.
Mayor

You’re not the only one with problems.

My lovely sweet Floppsy Dog is terrified.
He used to roam the hills and play and was so happy – now he won’t even leave my side.

(Enter Floppsy Dog)

Floppsy
Floppsy loves his Daddy ….

(Floppsy picks up the Mayor and gives a huge hug)

Floppsy
Floppsy wants a bone …..

(A terrifying howl is heard)

Floppsy
Floppsy Scared …..

Major

Don’t worry sweetie.


Daddy will look after you …..

(Another terrifying howl is head)

Floppsy
Floppsy Scared …..

Mayor

Don’t worry my sweet little baby …..

(Another terrifying howl is heard)

Floppsy
Floppsy Scared !!!

Mayor

Don’t worry my sweet little …...

(Floppsy runs away)

Mayor

Just perfect !!!



You lot spend all of your time moaning a whining and I’m trying to do 

my best !!



And now my sweet little baby Floppsy has run off !



I hope you’re all proud

Rob

We’re sorry.
OB

Yeah we’re sorry, but what about all of the Hell Hound Poo ?

YB

And the smell ?

OB

And the noise ?

YB

And Barry refusing to come out of the well ?

Mayor

Well as a matter of fact we have done something.

I’ve employed the famous London detective, Shiley Holmes, to sort everything out.

She’s on the moor now ……

(Lights down)
(Shirley’s Theme. Lights up on Holmes, Watson and Adler. Smoke fills the stage)

SH

We’re close to the beast Watson – I can feel it.

WAT

I’m sure you can.
ADD

Shirley my dear friend.


I think I can hear something coming.



Something terrible is coming over the hill …..

Music

School Band plays -  “What’s That Coming Over the Hill ?”

ADD

The Hell Hound is coming !
WAT

I’m really not sure that it is …..

(SH draws his revolver)

SH

I’m ready for the beast !!!

(Floppsy comes onto stage)

SH

Time to end your reign of terror beast.

WAT

Don’t Shoot !!!

Floppsy
Floppsy Scared …..

(SH shoots and Floppsy falls to the ground)

Mayor

You’ve killed my poor baby Floppsy !!!
(Lights down)

(Funeral March. Spot light on floppsy as wheel barrow comes on)
WB1

Oh for goodness sake. Help us out.
WB2

It’s not s bad as you’re making out.

WB1

It’s only a small fatal wound.

WB2

My back’s really bad.



I can’t be lifting great lumps like you.

(Floppsy gets up and gets into the wheel barrow. Floppsy is pushed off)

(Funeral March. Lights down)

Scene Two


In Which we arrive in the Glorious City of London, 1881

Music -
We Built this City
(Lights Up)

(Music plays as people gather on the streets of London (choir))
NR

Read all about it …..



Holmes murders innocent Floppsy Dog on Dartmoor !!!

(More Music)

NR

Horrendous Holmes …..



Idiot detective in sweet little dog killing !!!

(More Music)

NR

Rise of the Monster People …..



A plague on the streets of our beautiful city of London !!!

(More Music)

NR

The World’s Worst Detective …..



Holmes hiding at home !!!

(Lights Down and Up)

Muisc -
We’re not going to Take It

(Music plays as people head for choir positions and monster gather on street (choir))

DRAC

I’m sick of the way I get treated !

WOLF
1
They teat us like we’re monsters …..

WOLF2
Have you checked the mirror recently ?

DRAC

Don’t be stupid I’m a vampire !!!

WOLF1
Just because we’re monsters doesn’t we have to be treated like monsters !!!

DRAC

I’ve never done anything to hurt anyone !!!


I don’t even like blood ….



A nice glass of red wine though …..



Or even a whole bottle or two ……

WOLF1
I haven’t bitten anyone for years.



I’m a reformed character.

Just cause I’m a bit hairy and do a bit of howling whenever the moon is full ….

WOLF2
They shouldn’t judge us by how we look …..

DRAC
Why can’t anyone be bothered to find out what we’re like as individuals ?


I’ve actually got a very caring nature.



I’m very kind to bats …..

And I spend hours each week making sure the local graveyard is nice and tidy – new flowers, nicely polished head stones, cut grass …..

The whole lot !!!

WOLF1
They’re not interested in us as monsters at all.



It’s having a real affect on my self esteem.



I used to be really confident you know.

DRAC
I’m racked with anxiety - I just spend all day in my coffin you know.

I can’t even go out during the day anymore  !!!

WOLF2
What about our mental health ?



When was the last time anyone did a risk assessment on my stress ?



I’ll tell you ….



Never !!!



We’ve got rights too !!!

DRAC

I just wish someone would come and help us out.

Music -
We Built This City / We’re Not Going to Take It (Full Song)
NR

Idiot Detective in Hiding !!!

NR

Public Demand an Enquiry !!!

NR

Holmes will never work again !!!

DRAC

All they’re interested in is that stupid detective.

WOLF1
Who spends all of her time trying to shoot us !

The Dartmoor Hell Hound is my cousin you know – a thoroughly decent bloke.

We had a lovely time on holiday last year.
Walking on the moor, admiring the views, appreciating the wonders of nature …..  

WOLF2
Well I reckon it’s time we did something about it …..

DRAC

Anyway, the pubs open.

I’m off for a couple of bottles of the red stuff …..

(Music plays as monster head for choir positions)

Muisc -
We Built this City / We’re Not Going to Take It (Reprise)
(Lights Down)

Scene Three


In Which the Villainous Professor Moriarty recruits the Legion of the Dammed 

(Moriarty’s Theme)
(Spot light on Moriarty who is standing on a balcony as the monsters gather)

(Lights on Monsters and Class Four)

MOR
MONSTERS OF LONDON !!!


MONSTERS OF THE WORLD !!!


We have gathered today because we have had enough.

Enough hatred.


Enough discrimination.


Enough of being treated as monsters.

(Lights up as the National Anthem plays)

QUEEN
One has been hearing some rather worrying things about monsters.


One is lying awake at night worrying about what’s hiding under the 
royal bed.


One was too scared to even use the royal commode last night. 

LW

I know sweetie.


There was a right royal mess on the royal duvet wasn’t there …..
QUEEN
One can hardly be expected to risk one’s life …..

LW

You don’t have to worry sweetie.



I’m sure there are no monsters in the palace.

LW2

I think I saw something pretty horrible in the drawing room yesterday.

LW1

Shussssssssh.



No one’s interested in what silly little you saw anywhere !

QUEEN
What did she just say about monsters in ones drawing room ?
LW

Nothing my sweet little Queenie.



There’s nothing nasty in your palace.

QUEEN
Well one shouldn’t have to take the chance



One is sure one heard something in the royal wardrobe last night.

A nasty gurgley swampy sound and a terrible smell that made one’s eyes water …..  
One was too scared to call for help !

LW

You poor sweet lovely little sweetie.
I’m sure it was just the plumbing though. 

A nasty modern invention if you ask me – you knew where you were with a well.

All this running water and toilet stuff.

New fangled nonsense.

LW2

It must have been very scarey your majesty.

LW

You know what Dara …..

LW2

What Lady Dora ?

LW

Shusssssssssh.



No one is interested in silly little you !

QUEEN
Um, we were actually talking about one’s self you know.



I want something done about all these monsters.



Now bring that Prime Minister chap in right now.

He’s got some answering to do.
Music -
What’s Going On ?
(The Prime Minister, his wife, Dame Betty Gladstone-Moriarty, and their son, little James, enter the throne room)

PM

Your majesty, you called for me.
QUEEN
We are not amused.
PM

Your majesty what can possible be wrong ?

QUEEN
Now listen hear what’s your name …..



The royal peace is being disturbed by all of this monster business.



The royal sleep is being broken …..

LW

And my little sweetie has been making a terrible mess in the …..

QUEEN
That’s quite enough of that !

(QUEEN looks at MUM and MOR)



And who are these ?

PM 

Your majesty may I introduce my wife Dame Betty Glad ….

QUEEN
Are they monster killers ?

PM

Um, no your majesty, but …..

QUEEN
Are they monster hunters ?
PM 

Um, no your majesty, but …..

QUEEN 
Are they going to be of any use what-so-ever in dealing with our infestation of monsters ?

PM 
Well, um, no your majesty ……

QUEEN
Then you may not introduce them.


Now listen hear what’s your name ….


One wants this sorted out right now.


Do you understand ?


RIGHT NOW !


NOW OUT, OUT, OUT !!!!

LW
Steady on my little sweetie your gong to get all hot and bothered under the crown.


There’s no need to get all uppity.


Anyway it’s time for your afternoon nap.
You can have hot milk first if you want my lovely little Queenie …..

(QUEEN, LW and LW2 exit as National Anthem plays)

PM

Just what I need.


A stroppy Queen on my back.



Well I’ve got work to do you’ll have to make your own way home.

(PM exits)

MOR

What a nasty lady !


MUM

Now come on mummy’s little lovely.


Don’t get all stressy



If you’re mummy’s good girl we can have ice cream on the way home.

MOR

I feel sorry for all those monsters.

MUM

Politics isn’t for a good little girls like you and you’re lovely mummy.



You can have sprinkles and sauce if you want.

MOR

One day people like her are going to get their comeuppance you know.

MUM
And after treats we can take your new puppy dog to the park for some frolicking in the grass.


There’s nothing like a bit of frolicking on a nice summer’s afternoon.

MOR
And do you know what, that day is closer than they think.

When I’m in charge things will be different.

MUM
And when puppy gets tired we can fly your kite.


We can gambol up and down until the sun goes down and then home for a well earned tea.

MOR
Mother …..

MUM
Yes sweet-some ?

MOR
I’m 27 years old.


I’m not gambolling or frolicking and I don’t want an ice cream.


I’ve got things to do.

(MOR leaves the stage)

MUM
No wait come back.


You’ve got a nasty grubby mark on your chin that mummy needs to wash off …..

(Lights down)

(Music – Shirley’s Theme)
Scene Five


In Which we visit Miss Shirley Holmes, at home in 221B Baker Street

(Spot light up on Holmes who is sitting slumped in a chair).
HUD
I’ve never seen the poor girl so upset.
HUD2
Ever since she got back from Dartmoor she’s been sat in that chair.


WAT
Well she’s had a pretty bad week.


The newspapers have been having a terrible go at her about shooting that stupid dog on Dartmoor.

HUD
Poor girl she was only doing her best.

HUD2
I don’t even like dogs.

HUD
I’m not sure that’s the point.

HUD2
Nasty smelly, drooly things that get hair all over the place …..

HUD
I think it’s more to do with …..

HUD2
When I used to work for Lord Flopping-Bottle in the Manor they had dogs.


Nasty muddy things – spreading fleas all over the place.


I’d spend all day just cleaning up after them.

HUD
Yes, yes, yes …..  


What I mean is that poor old Miss Holmes didn’t mean to shoot anyone …..

HUD2
Well she meant to pull the trigger !! 

WAT
They’ve been calling her stupid you know, an idiot, the worst detective in Britain.


You know how touchy she gets about being clever.

HUD
Well she might not be the brightest button on the shirt but she doesn’t deserve all of this.


She was just doing her best.

Music - 
Everybody Hurts

(There is a knock on the door. Mycroft enters)

MYC
Is my poor old sister still down in the dumps ?
WAT
I’m afraid so.


She won’t snap out of it.

HUD
Poor girl.

HUD2
I think she should be happy.


One less smelly dog in the World is a good ……

HUD
As I was saying, Poor girl.

MYC
Poor girl nothing.


She needs to snap out of it.


There’s work to be done.


The Prime Minister himself has sent me over.

WAT
The Prime Minister has asked for Holmes ?
HUD
That’s bound to cheer her up.

MYC
Umm, well not exactly asked for Shirley.

More that he wants the case solved.


Her majesty is very upset I gather !


John my dear old friend, you will be assisting my dear old sister in your usual, umm, fashion ….

WAT
Of course, of course. 


You can rely on me.

MYC
Excellent !!!


Holmes old girl, it’s Mycroft – your dear old brother.


There’s work to be done Shirley.


The PM has asked especially for you.


It will be your greatest case ever.


Your greatest triumph !!!

(Holmes sits up)

SHR
The PM you say.


The PM wants me ?

MYC
He asked for you personally Shirley.

SHR
But they’re saying I’m an idiot.



A fool.



An incompetent …..

MYC

Nonsense – it’s just newspaper talk.



The people of London know what a great detective you are.



They love you just as much as ever.

(Holmes stands up)

SHR

A GREAT DETECTIVE …..



Yes I am rather great you know. In a magnificent sort of way !


Loved by the people you say ?



No one is interested in those stupid newspapers you know.



MY GREATEST TRIUMPH …..



I can see the newspaper headlines now !



I’LL TAKE THE CASE !!!

MYC

It’s monsters old girl.



There’s even talk of a Zombie Apocalypse.

SHR
I shall call my triumph – Shirley Holmes and the Strange Case of the Zombie Apocalypse.


Watson – get my things.


Mrs Hudson – we’ll be late for tea.


Come on the games afoot ……

WAT
Here we go again …..

(Lights down as Shirley’s Theme plays)
Scene Six


In Which Miss Shirley Holmes is accompanied to Plague Street by Dr John Watson

(Lights rise on a misty London street. A sign says “Plague Street”. Spotlight on Holmes and Watson)
SHR

I can smell fear in the air Watson.

WAT

I think it’s probably the river you know.

SHR

A great detective like me has a feeling for this sort of thing.



An eye for the tiny details.



There’s murder in the air tonight.
(She moves forward and steps over a corpse with a large axe in it)



Nothing goes unnoticed to the all seeing eye of Holmes.

(a gun is fired and a passerby drops dead behind him)



Observation and deduction is the key to success Watson.

(a passerby is clubbed over the head and a large bag of money stolen)



This case will soon be solved now that I’m on the job.

WAT

Absolutely Shirley – nothing gets passed you.

(There is a terrifying, shrill scream)

SHR

Did you hear that Watson ?

WAT 

Actually I did ….

SHR

The sound of footsteps – almost inaudible to the human ear.



Come on Watson.



This way.
(Watson is left on stage. The Baker Street Irregulars plus lots of poor Londoners enter (Class Three))
Music -
Boulevard of Broken Dreams 
WAT
I suppose I’d better get after her before she falls in the river or something.



Wiggins
Hello Dr Watson.

WAT

Oh, hello Wiggins – I didn’t see you in the crowd



I’m glad you’re here.

Wiggins
Have you got a job for us.


We’re pretty hard up at the minute with all this plague stuff.
Ozzie

We’ve managed a bit of work driving carts.
Rohar

There’s a shortage of drivers at the minute you know.

Ozzie
But we haven’t got our own cart and there’s a twelve month wait for new ones – something about chips I think.


I can’t see what fish and chips have got to do with anything though.

Rohar
And the cost of horse food has gone crazy, even if you can hire a horse you can’t afford to feed it !!

Wiggins
Ever since my furlough got stopped I’ve been broke.


What’s the job Dr Watson ?

WAT
Oh you know.


The usual stuff – finding stuff out, snooping about, ears to the ground.

Wiggins
And the pay ?

WAT
It’s a government contract.


You’ll get paid a fortune for doing almost nothing !


Just a bit of monster spotting, that’s all.

Wiggins
Well there’s plenty of monsters living round here.
Ozzie
And they don’t seem very happy at all.

Rohar
Yeah, when they did the plague vaccines they got left out which is really unfair.

Ozzie
Something about them being “un-dead” I think ….

Rohar
I can’t see what difference that makes !

Wiggins 
There’s been a lot more zombies around lately.
Ozzie
Mind they don’t do any harm.

They just wander around mumbling about brains.

Rohar
Not much brain-power round here !

WAT
On the subject of brains I’d better get after Shirley.


Keep an eye out and let me know what you find out.

(The Irregulars leave as Holmes enters. Boulevard of Broken Dreams Reprise)

SHR
It’s terrible down there Watson.

No place at all for an internationally famous super-star detective like me.


It’s no surprise the plague is so bad round here.


There’s no hand sanitiser.


No social distancing.


Not a single mask in sight !!!

WAT
What about monsters Shirley ?


Did you find any leads ?
SHR
Nothing at all Watson.



If anything was going on round here I’d have seen it.

(A passer by is stabbed in the back and falls to the ground)



We’re wasting our time here Watson.



Come on, there’s no time to waste ……

(Lights down as Holmes and Watson exit with the poor of London as Shirley’s Theme plays)

Scene Seven


In Which Miss Shirley Holmes confronts the Villainous Count Vlad Dracula and the monstrous creation of Dr Victor Frankenstein

(Lights up on Moriarty, Dracula, Frankenstein’s Monster and the Werewolves. Moriarty’s Theme)
MOR 

Right then, my evil compatriots.
You need to get down to the docks where an important herb is being secretly brought in on a ship from the East.

It is essential to our plan.

DRAC

OK boss we’ll get on with it straight away.

FRANK  
If it’s essential we won’t let you down.


We’re more than ready for the important task which lies ahead.



More than happy to risk it all for the good of our cause.



The glorious rise of we monsters.



Equality and liberty for all.



Long live the cause …..

DRAC

Maybe we should talk less and just get the herbs.

I’ve got a lovely bottle of Sant-Emilion waiting for me back at my coffin.

(Enter Moriarty’s Mummy)

MUM

Joan sweetie you really need to stop racing about like this.

Your Daddy will be home form Parliament at seven o’clock sharp and I expect you home for dinner.

Being Prime Minister is really hard work and we need to support him when he’s at home.

Make sure you’re home by six so that you can wash your grubby little face and put on you best clothes.

I’ve already laid out your lovely pink princess dress.

You look so sweet …..

MOR

I’m getting out of here.



Make sure you get the herbs.

DRAC

OK boss.

MUM

Where are you going my sweet baby girl.



Come back.



Don’t forget – be home by six …..

(Moriarty exits followed by his mummy)
(Enter Holmes)
SHR

We’re close now I can feel it in my bones.



Every sense in my body is tuned in to the evil that we must face.

(Dracula and Frankenstein cross the stage and speak to Holmes)

DRAC

Evening mate.

FRANK 
What a fine night to meet you.



I do hope that you have the most pleasant of evenings.

SHR

Nice to meet you both.

(They move on as Watson enters)

WAT

Have you seen anything yet ?

SHR

No, not a thing. 

WAT

I’ve been checking port arrivals.


There’s an unexpected ship arriving from the East tonight.



The harbour master says it’s carrying magical eastern herbs.



I think we should start here.

(The sound of a ship’s fog horn blasts out) 

SHR

Watson, I have discovered a ship.

WAT

Possibly the one I just told you about.

SHR
I deduce that it has come unexpectedly from the East and is carrying magical herbs.


We should start here.

WAT 
Great idea !!!

SHR
Thank you my trusty sidekick.

(Holmes and Watson leave the stage as Dracula and Frankenstein enter carrying a huge box labelled magical herbs from the East)

Music -
Werewolves of London

DRAC
Come on we’ve got the herbs.

Lets get them back to the boss.

FRANK
Of course, but this box is terribly heavy.


I might be a huge terrifying and powerful monster but I don’t want to go hurting my back.
Once you’ve got a back injury it stays with you for life you know.

DRAC
You’re not actually alive you know.

FRANK
You can never be too careful.


My aunty had dreadful fall a couple of years ago and …..

(Watson bursts in)

WAT
Stop !!!


Hand over that box right now !!

(Holmes enters)

SHR
Watson, I’ve found them !

(Holmes draws his revolver)


Put down the box right now.


My revolver is loaded with silver bullets and I’m ready to fire.

WAT
Silver bullets are for werewolves …..

SHR
What ?

WAT 
Silver bullets kill werewolves.


For vampires you need garlic or a stake.


And Frankenstein monsters just sort of go away to the North Pole and are never seen again.


Silver bullets are no use.

DRAC
Look I’ve got a nice bottle of Merlot waiting for me back at my coffin.


I haven’t got time for this.


Just get out of the way.

FRANK
My dear gentlemen. My dear lady

You are clearly no match for our superior powers.



Step aside and we’ll spare you.

SHR

Then there’s nothing else for it …..



Run for your life.



RUN WATSON RUN …..

(Holmes exits the stage and full speed)

WAT

You look like a gentle-lady who is fond of a glass or two of fine wine.

DRAC

Well yes – I am.



I gave up all that messy blood stuff years ago.



Why do you ask ?

WAT

Oh, no reason really.

It’s just that I heard there was a big wine sale going on in Covent Garden tonight.

The World’s finest bottles at, at least 50% off.

DRAC

Really.

WAT

I’m sure your far too busy for ….

DRAC

Well no I’m not busy at all actually.



I’ll be back in an hour or two.

(Dracula exits)

WAT

And as for you …..

What is a cultured gentle-monster like you doing lugging about huge boxes like some sort of slave.

You’re far too dignified for heavy work.

Why don’t you put it down and let me sort someone out to carry it for you.

It’s no more than a gentle-monster like you deserves.

FRANK
Thank you very much Sir.



It’s nice to finally be appreciated by someone.

WAT

If you leave me your address I’ll see it gets delivered in the morning.

FRANK
Why thank you.



Thank you so much my good friend.

(Frankenstein exits leaving the box on the stage)

(Lights down)

 Scene Eight


In Which Detective Inspector G. Lestrade and Madam Irene Adler decide to form an Alliance

(Lights up to reveal Irene Addler drinking tea as Tea Music plays)
Waiter

Another piece of cake madam.

ADD

Why not …..



It’s not as if I’ve anything planned for the day …..



Or for the rest of the week for that matter !

Waiter

At once madam.

(Enter Detective Inspector Lestrade who approaches Addler)

LEST

Madam Addler, a pleasure to bump into you.

ADD

I’m sure that the pleasure is all mine Detective Inspector.

After all I don’t suppose members of the police spend much of their time in Park Lane tearooms.



I presume I may be able to help you with something.

LEST

The ever insightful Madam Irene Addler.



And how are you on this beautiful morning ?
ADD

Shall we cut the pleasantries and get to the point Lestrade.

LEST
I would have thought you would have been out and about with your dear friend Holmes rather than drinking tea.


I presume you must know she’s back on a case.

ADD
I had heard.

LEST
And, well …..


There are some people in pretty high places who want the case solved, sorted out and …..

ADD
And …..

LEST
And we both know that you’re the brains behind the whole operation.


I mean I know that dear old Watson does his best but ……


Well ….


Holmes …..


I know that you and dear old Shirley are old friends, but,


Well …..

ADD
….. well the woman’s an idiot !!!
LEST
Exactly. Shirley is a complete and utter idiot.


Without you in the background she’s about as likely to solve the case as my cat is !!!

ADD
I’m afraid Shirley and I are no longer close.


I’m fed up with all of her moaping around.


She’s become really quite tire-some.


Especially after that business shooting the Mayor’s dog on Dartmoor.


There’s nothing you can say that is going to get me back on board with silly old Shirley …..

LEST
I thought you might say that.


Which is why I thought that maybe instead you could form an alliance with me ?

ADD
Me, work with the police.


You must be mad …..

LEST
Oh, come on Irene …..

Music -
Come on “Irene”

ADD
Well when you put it like that.


I agree. 

I’ll help you – come on we’ll sort this monster thing out in a jiffy or two.

(Lights down as Irene and Lestrade exit the stage)

(Moriarty’s Theme)
Scene Nine


In Which The Baker Street Irregulars confront the Villainous Mr Hyde and the Invisible man, Professor Griffin

(Lights up on a dark street corner)
MOR

Right then, my evil compatriots.



You’re going to need to get straight down to Victoria Station.

The Elixir of Life has been discovered by missionaries in deepest, darkest Dorset and it’s arriving on the ten-thirty train from Exeter.

Combined with the herbs that Dracula and Frankenstein are collecting from the port they will create what I have called ….

MY ELIXIR OF DEATH !!!

HYDE

Great name boss.

MOR

Thank you.

There’ll be zombies all over London before the end of the week, and then the World !!!
By the way I haven’t seen Dracula or Frankenstein all day.

Have you ?

HYDE

No boss.
INV

I haven’t seen anything boss ….

HYDE

Who said that ?

MOR

What do you mean – who said that ?
(Moriarty looks straight at the Invisible Man)

HYDE

Don’t look at him.



If he thinks you can see him he’ll get all stroppy again.

MOR

But he’s right there …..

HYDE

Shussssssh …..

INV

Can she see me ?

HYDE

See who ….. ?



Who said that …… ?

I’ve been waiting all day for by good friend Professor Griffin, The INVISIBLE MAN, to arrive.

No sign of him anywhere though …..

INV

She can see me can’t she !!!

HYDE

Who said that ….. ?



I CAN’T SEE ANYONE, ANYWHERE !



Is that you Professor ?

MOR

I haven’t got time for this nonsense.



Just get the elixir.



Oh God, Mummy’s coming …..

(Moriarty exits the satge)

MUM

I can see you, you naughty little girl.


Come back here at once !



You missed your special tea last night and your Daddy is furious.

It’ll be a smacked bottom and straight to bed tonight if you don’t come back right now !!!

You naughty little rascal …..

(Mummy crosses the stage and follows him) 

(Lights down and then straight back up to the sound of trains. Enter the Irregulars and some station passengers)

Wiggins
The word on the street is that something “special” is coming in on the ten-thirty train from Exeter.
Ozzie

Any idea what Wiggins ?
Rohan

Something that’s going to make us a few quid ?
Wiggins
Something bad I would imagine.



Lets hide over here and see who turns up …..

(The Invisible Man walks boldly onto the stage. Several people dodge out of the way. He pushes several more out of the way. Mr Hyde follows)

INV

That’s the problem with being invisible.



People just walk into you …..

(A passenger walks right up to the invisible man)

Pass1

Excuse me mate, have you got the time ?

(The Invisible Man says nothing)

Pass1

I was only asking ….



How rude !

INV

He just looked right through me you know.

HYDE

I could see that.

INV

See what ?

HYDE

Oh, umm, err, nothing …..



I could see nothing at all …..

(A small child approaches the Invisible Man and pulls on his coat)

Pass2

I’ve lost my mum Sir, please help me find her.

(The Invisible Man says nothing)

Pass2

Please Sir, I’m lost.

(He starts to cry and a lady approaches. She jabs the Invisible Man with her umbrella)

Pass3

You horrid man !



You could at least answer the poor boy !


How rude.



Come on sunny. I’ll help you find your mum …..

INV

That’s the problem with being invisible you know.



People jab their umbrellas at someone else and they accidently hit me.

HYDE

I think the trains coming in.

INV

Come on then.

(He spins around a walks straight into someone on their way to the edge of the stage)

Pass4

Watch where you’re going mate …..

(The Irregulars come back on)

Wiggins
Did you see those two
 ?

Ozzie

Yeah, the one dressed in camouflage and sun glasses seemed a bit odd. 

Rohan

They’re definitely the ones we’re after.

Wiggins
Look they’re collecting something from that train over there.



Lets go get them …..

(The two groups meet in the middle of the stage)

Wiggins
What are you two up to ?

INV

What does he mean you two ?


He can see me – can’t he !!

HYDE

Don’t be silly ….



Umm, where are you ?

INV

You can see me can’t you.

Wiggins
Well you do sort of stand out in that stupid camouflage suit and those silly sunglasses.

INV
HE CAN SEE ME !!!

HYDE
NO HE CAN’T.



YOU CAN’T SEE HIM _ CAN YOU !!!

Wiggins
Of course we can.

Ozzie

He’s right there.

Rohan

With a stupid look on his face ……

INV

I can’t bear it.


You’ve been lying to me Jekyll …..



I’m not sticking around here a second longer …..

(He runs off stage dropping the flask of elixir as he goes)

HYDE

NO WAIT – COME BACK …..



NOW LOOK WHAT YOU’VE DONE !!!

(There is a flash of light and a huge roar as Jekyll turns into Hyde)

YOU’VE MADE ME VERY ANGRY AND NOW I’M GONG TO PULL YOUR ARMS OF AND STICK THEM SOMEWHERE UNPLESEANT !!! 

AND THEN I’M GOING TOO ….

Wiggins
Grab the bottle Ozzie.

HEY STOP DODGING ABOUT.

STAND STILL SO I CAN ……

Wiggins
Come on you two.



Lets get out of here …..

(They race off stage with the bottle of elixir)

HYDE

COME BACK HERE !!!
I’M GONG TO PULL YOUR LEGS OFF AND FEED THEM TO SOMETHING REALLY NASTY !!!

YOU’VE UNLEASHED MY MONSTER …..

NOW COME BACK HERE SO I CAN PULL YOUR HEADS OFF AND USE THEM FOR SOMETHING REALLY QUITE INCREDIBLY HORRIBLE …..
(Mr Hyde lumbers off stage as lights go down)

Scene Ten


In Which the Villainous Professor Moriarty gets rather cross with the Legion of the Dammed and where the Zombie Apocalypse begins and is confronted by Detective Inspector Lestrade and Madam Irene Adler and the rest of the Protagonists

(Spot light on Moriarty who is standing on a balcony as the monsters gather)

(Lights on Monsters)

MOR
MONSTERS OF LONDON !!!

MONSTERS OF THE WORLD !!!


We have gathered here today because I have had enough ….


I’VE HAD ENOUGH OF YOU USELESS BUCH OF MONSTERS !

I’m really very cross you know.


Very, very cross.



In fact I’ve never been as cross as this before.



And I’m actually really quite good at being cross.

A FEW SIMPLE JOBS AND NOT ONE OF YOU HAS MANAGED TO COME BACK WITH ANY OF THE THINGS WE NEED FOR MY PLAN.

DRAC

Just because I had a little break for a drink or two ….



She’s so stressy.

FRANK
Today’s post hasn’t even come yet.



It’s the cart driver shortage that’s the problem.



I’m sure the herbs will be delivered today.

INV

I really can’t see what the problem is.

HYDE

DON’T START THAT CAN’T SEE NONESENSE AGAIN.



I’M STILL PRETTY UPSET MYSELF YOU KNOW !!!

MOR

SHUT UP YOU LOT !!!



Now listen.


Despite your hopeless efforts all is not lost …



Now it’s all down to The Mummy and ….
MUM

Well about time sweetie.



What would you like your Mummy to do for you ?

MOR

NOT YOU MOTHER !!!

MUM

You rude little girl.



I’m off to find your Daddy.

When he finds out how you’ve just spoken to me you’re going to be for the high jump.

You just wait until I get back with him.

(Moriarty’s Mummy storms off stage)

MOR

As I was saying it’s all down to The Mummy and our secret weapon …


THE ZOMBIE KING HAS RISEN …..
HE WALKS AMONG US AND HIS POWERS SHALL HELP US IN OUR GLOUROUS CAUSE …..

ZOMBIES SHALL WALK THE EARTH …..

(Music plays and lights flash)



THE KING OF THE UNDEAD – ZOMBIE FLOPPSY DOG !!!

(Enter Zombie Floppsy Dog followed by a Zombie Hoard (Class Four))

Music -
I Predict a Riot
Floppsy
Floppsy wants a brain …..
Mummy
There’s a good Zombie Doggie.
Mummy get you a brain for tea. 

Floppsy
Floppsy want a brain now …..

Mummy
We have “apocalypsing” to get on with first.



Brains later …..



I’ll gather our zombie hoard and we can make a start.

ZOMBIES – GATHER IN THE NAME OF KING FLOPPSY ZOMBIE DOG.

All Zomb
Floppsy !!



Floppsy !!



Floppsy !!

Mummy
Zombie Hoard.


Prepare to go out onto the streets of London.



Prepare to feed on the people of London.



There will be brains for everyone.



YOU WILL RULE LONDON AND THE WORLD !!! 

All Zomb
Brains !!



Brains !!

Brains !!

(Unseen - Lestrade  and Adler enter)

ADD

I think we’ve got a bit of a problem you know.
LEST

Any ideas ?

ADD

Of course I have.

LEST

Well I hope it’s a good one.
ADD

I just need to whisper in Floppsy Zombie’s ear.




Make a distraction so I can get close.

(Lestrade goes to the top of the stage and shouts)

LEST

EVERYBODY STOP !!!

In the name of the law I arrest everyone for plotting a zombie apocalypse !

MOR

Oh, well in that case we’re defeated.



That’s it monsters we’ve been beaten.



Form a line so that the Inspector can put us all in handcuffs.



Obviously we’ll all go quietly.

LEST

Well that was easier than I thought it would be.



Right, well I’m pleased you all doing the sensible thing.

MOR

There’s just one thing we need to do first – if you don’t mind that is …

LEST

No, no.



Not at all, you press on …..

MOR

Thank you so much inspector.

Monsters, just before we go quietly to gaol I though maybe we could sort of …..

GRAB HIM AND THROW HIM TO THE GROUND !!!

(Dracula and Frankenstein grab Lestrade and throw him to the ground. Meanwhile Adler is now standing behind Floppsy Zombie)

Floppsy
 Floppsy wants a brain …..
Adler

Do you really want a brain ?
(Floppsy just looks at Adler)



I mean have you ever eaten a brain ?

(Floppsy just looks at Adler)



My granddad used to eat brains.



Horrible grey, wrinkly things.



You have to boil them you know.



The smell is simply terrible …..

Floppsy
Floppsy want a …..

Adler

There’s much nicer things you know.

(Floppsy just looks at Adler)



For example lolly-pops.



Would Floppsy like a lolly-pop ?

(Adler produces a huge lolly pop)



Would Floppsy like to lick the lovely lolly-pop ?

(Floppsy licks the lolly)

Floppsy
Floppsy wants a lolly-pop

FLOPPSY WANTS A LOLLY-POP !!!

(There is silence. All of the zombies and monsters look at Floppsy Zombie)

All Zomb
Lolly-Pop.



Lolly-Pop.



Lolly-Pop.

MOR

What’s going on ?

All Zomb
LOLLY-POP !!



LOLLY-POP !!



LOLLY-POP !!

(Enter the Irregulars carrying boxes. They run up to Adler)

Wiggins
We’ve got them Madam Adler.


Just like Dr Watson said we should.

Adler

Well done Wiggins.



Ozzie

Do you want us to do it now ?
Adler

That would be perfect Ozzie.

Rohan

Then we’ll get on with it.
Adler

Thank you so much Rohan.

All Irrg
LOLLIES, LOLLIES, LOLLIES …..



GET YOUR LOLLIES HERE !!!

All Zomb
LOLLY-POP !!



LOLLY-POP !!



LOLLY-POP !!

(The zombies crowd round as the lollies are given out. When they have one each they sit down quietly and enjoy them. Floppsy Zombie joins them)

DRAC

Well I suppose that if you can’t beat them you might as well join them.

FRANK
I’ve actually always quite enjoyed the odd lolly-pop.

HYDE

If only the invisible man was here - he’d have loved a lolly.

INV

I am here.

HYDE

Sorry I didn’t see you.

INV
It’s one of the problems of being invisible – nobody can see you and you always get left out.

Mummy
Are there any strawberry lollies left.


I do like a strawberry lolly.

(They collect their own lollies and settle down with the zombies) 

Music -
I Predict a Riot
(Enter the poor of London)

All

Can we have lollies too ???

Wiggins
Oh course, there’s plenty for everyone 

(Enter Holmes and Watson)

SHR

The monster’s are subdued Watson.


I have solved the case and saved the day.



I really am the World’s greatest detective.

WAT

I really don’t know how you do it Holmes.
SHR

Oh course not Watson.
That’s why you are only the assistant to the World’s greatest detective mind. 

(Enter Mycroft, Mrs Hudson and Miss Hudson)
HUD

Holmes you’ve won the day !!!



Now back to Baker Street for tea and cakes …..

HUD2

You see what I mean about nasty smelly dogs ?



Even the zombie king is a dog …..



I hate dogs ……

MYC

Well done little sister.


I think that everything has been wrapped up here.



Her majesty will be delighted …..
(Enter the Queen and the Ladies in Waiting to the National Anthem)

QUEEEN
One is very amused.
LW

You’ve certainly been a lot happier today my little lamb.
LW2

I’m really happy there won’t be any more monsters in the palace.
QUEEN
YOU MEAN THERE HAVE BEEN MNOSTERS IN THE PALACE AND I DIDN’T KNOW !!!


ONE IS NOT AMUSED !!!

LW
Shusssssssh.


Silly girl.


There hasn’t been a single monster anywhere near the palace my lovely sweetie, queenie, lambkins.

QUEEN
GOOD.


Then one is amused again.

(Moriarty appears at the top of the stage)

MOR

NOW JUST WAIT A MINUTE !!!

You might have stopped my zombie monster army but you haven’t beaten me yet.

I will not be defeated !

You’ll never get the better of me.

MYC

I’d have thought you’d be happy.



The power of the Lolly-Pop has brought everyone together.



Monsters and people are finally equal.



Isn’t that what you said you wanted.

MOR

Well yes but I’m not in charge.



I WANT TO BE MORE EQUAL THAN EVERYONE ELSE !



I WANT TO BE IN CHARGE AND I’M NOT DONE YET !!

(Enter Moriarty’s Mummy and Daddy (PM))
MUM

You silly little girl.



Look at all the fuss you’ve caused.



You’re father is with me and I can tell you he’s not impressed.



Do you have any idea how embarrassed he is ?



He’s the Prime Minister and you’re trying to take over the country.



I’ve never known such naughtiness …..

PM

I really am very upset Joan.


You’ve let us all down you know.



Goodness knows what her majesty will say when she finds out.

Now go and stand over there facing that wall while I decide what to do with you.

At the very least you’re going to be grounded for a week.

Just go and think about what you’ve done young lady.

MOR

NEVER !



I’M NOT BEATEN YET !!



YOU’LL NEVER SEND ME TO BED EARLY !!! 

(Moriarty runs from the stage)
MYC

After him Holmes ….

(Holmes runs after him. Shirley’s Theme. Lights down)
Scene Eleven 
In Which The Strange Case of Miss Shirley Holmes and The Zombie Apocalypse is concluded at the Reichenbach Falls 

(Lights up)

(Everyone is sitting on stage with the centre steps clear. A sign reads – “The Reichenbach Inn”. Another sign reads – “Mind the Steps – Please Don’t Fall”)

(An innkeeper sits on the steps and is joined by Moriarty)

INN

Good Evening Madam.

MOR

 There’s nothing good about it.
INN

I’m sorry to hear that.



What can I get you ?

MOR

How about a nice cold glass of poison !

INN

How about a nice cold beer instead ?
(Holmes enters and joins them on the steps)

INN

Evening Madam.


What can I get you ?

SHR

A fine glass of Champaign.

INN

Something to celebrate ?

SHR

You will recognise me of course.



Shirley Holmes, the greatest detective mind in the World.



I have solved my latest and greatest case.

INN

I haven’t got any Champaign.



How about a nice cold beer instead ?
(Moriarty and Holmes drink their beers and look at each other)

MOR

I don’t know how you did it Shirley.

SHR

Sometimes my genius surprises even me you know.

MOR

Are you really a genius ?

SHR

Well I must be, because I always end up winning.

MOR
You don’t think it’s got anything to do with Watson and Irene and the Irregulars ?
SHR

Well maybe a bit.

MOR

Well it’s just you and me now.



What shall we do next ?

SHR

Well you’re off to prison …..
….. and I shall be held shoulder high as the heroine who brought you to justice.

MOR

There isn’t a prayer you’ll get away with it.

SHR

What do you mean ?
MOR

Not a prayer that you’ll be able to live like you want if I go to court.



I’ll tell everyone the truth.



They’ll see you for the idiot you really are.



You’ll be finished Holmes.

SHR

I wouldn’t like that Joan.

MOR 

Well, your only prayer to living the life you want is my plan.

The Reichenbach Inn has windows at the back that look over the River Thames.

We can pretend to fight and we’ll “fall from the Reichenbach” into the water. 
You can swim to safety and glory.

You can tell everyone I’ve been killed but I’ll escape and run away.
It’s your only prayer.

SHR

Alright Joan – I agree.

MOR

Good.



Shirley ……

SHR

What Joan ?

MOR

Keep living on a prayer …..
(They shake hands as the lights go down)
