· A mixture of short and long sentences

· Presentation (which means starting new lines)

· A structure which builds up to the things that happen (rising action)

· Speech and description

You are probably going to need two or three hours to do this longer piece of writing. 

It would probably be best if you didn’t try and do it all at once because if you do this you wont do the end properly – the end is important !
