Dear Parents,

I’m really happy to be able to tell you that we’ve organised to take the children for some Wake Boarding sessions over the next few weeks.
Hopefully they have already told you, and you’re waiting for this email, as we want to start on the first day of the new half term on Monday 7th June.
You’ll remember that the children took part in a few sessions in September and October of last year and as this went so well we’ve decided to have another go.
I’m sure we’ll have a great time this term as well.
The sessions will take place each Monday after school until the end of term, with the obvious exception of the week we are all in North Wales.
We’ll be leaving school at 3.30pm each week and should be back at about 6.30pm.
We’ve talked to the children about group sizes and the consensus was that it’s better to go every week in a bigger group than every other week in a smaller group.

They’ll get much more of an opportunity this way as wait times are really short once the activity is underway.
The children won’t require anything except a swimming costume to wear under the wetsuits they will be given, a towel and an old pair of trainers or wetsuit boots.

If anyone has their own winter wetsuits they are welcome to wear them. 

We’ll be travelling on school minibuses so won’t need any support with transport.
This said the minibuses will be in North Wales on Monday 21st June so, COVID allowing, we will be asking for you to provide lifts on this occasion. 
As with swimming, water confidence is very important, however an ability to swim 50m is not essential because the children will be wearing buoyancy jackets.
Please note that the children really won’t have a good time if they are not water confident and aren’t able to face dive a lake and emerge with at least half a smile.
As usual the school will be subsidising this activity so that it is as affordable as we can possibly make it. We will be asking for £5 each session (which would normally cost £12) which means a total of £30 for all six sessions. 

You are welcome to pay weekly or in one go in the normal ways, however please note that if you child is taking part you are committing to paying for all six sessions.
