Obviously the trips are taking place entirely outside in an open environment, which means that there are no COVID issues with you joining us.

In fact we’d be grateful for any offers of help, especially on Tuesday because the group is too big for one minibus.

We won’t be able to put other people’s children in your cars, however if a couple of you are able to take your own children down that would be a huge help.
Can I remind you that the following list of equipment is essential, however the children were all properly equipped last time they went out sp there clearly aren’t any issues here.

The list also applies to any adults who are walking with us
A pair of shorts;

A light pair of trousers (strictly no denim because this is heavy and uncomfortable when wet);

A T-shirt (football shirts are good);

A light jumper;

A warm jacket (some sort of fleece is best);

A waterproof jacket and trousers with taped seams (these can be borrowed from school if necessary); 

Thick socks or two pairs of thin socks;

Plenty to drink (at least 2 litres);

Enough to eat for the day;

Snacks for energy as we walk along;

A woolly hat and gloves / A school cap and sun-block;

A comfortable rucksack to carry these things in (the school has several which can be borrowed).

The children will need something comfortable to walk in. In a perfect world that would be walking boots which will help to keep their feet dry and give support to their ankles. If the children have boots already I would encourage them to wear them.

This said boots are expensive and new boots are uncomfortable, so in previous years most children have walked in trainers at this time of year and as long as they accept that their feet will get wet this is fine.
