Dear Parents, 
Sorry about the short notice connected to the following.

As we usually do we’ve decided to try and get on with things, rather than putting them off, and I hope you’ll agree that this is the best way forward.

Hopefully the children will already told you that have been intending to offer the children in Year Six the opportunity to go Kayaking on the canal at Bude this Summer Term.

In the past we have taken the children kayaking for a series of lessons each summer term and this has always provided a very worthwhile and enjoyable experience for them.
We’re going to have to work in small groups of about eight (assuming that everyone is able to take part) and up to now we’ve organised for the children to take part in two sessions before and after half term.

The sessions will take place on Friday afternoons; starting on this week on Friday 14th June and going through to the end of term.
Two groups will take part each week. One group will kayak during the school afternoon, leaving after lunch and returning in time for the end of the school day. The other group will take part after school, getting back to school at about 6.00pm.

The dates we have so far are:
· Friday 14th May

Groups One (during school) and Two (after school)

· Friday 21st May

Groups Three (during school) and Four (after school)

· Friday 28th May

Groups One and Two

· Friday 11th June

Groups Three and Four

If you have any preference over groups or times please let us know and we’ll do whatever we can to accommodate. Please note though that groups are limited to eight children.

We’ve got lots of other activities in the pipeline, however we may well be able to fit some additional dates in later. If we do we’ll let you know.

We’ll be using school minibuses so we won’t need any support with transport, however you are very welcome to come along and see what we’re getting up to if you wish.

Ideally the children should be able to swim at least 50m. This said they will obviously be wearing buoyancy jackets and if your child can’t swim this distance they will still be able to take part as long as you are happy that they are water confident.
The children won’t need anything beyond an old pair of clothes  (shorts and t-shirts and things like this, rather than a swimming costumes) that can get wet without causing a problem, a towel and, importantly, an old pair of trainers, beach shoes or wetsuit boots (which will get wet!) to protect their feet.

If the weather is cold they’ll be given things like windproof tops to wear.

This activity isn’t compulsory, and children don’t have to take part, however I hope that everyone will want to, and will be able to, have a go. 
As you know the school places a great deal of importance on offering our children as many different opportunities and experiences as possible and so that we can try and make the club available to as many children as possible we will be subsidising the club quite heavily. 

This means a contribution of £15 for the two sessions (rather than the £34 it would cost per child without the school’s contribution). We are happy to receive payments weekly or if you prefer you can pay the whole lot in one go.

I must point out that as this club is once again being heavily subsidised by the school this means we will be committing itself to all of the sessions. Please understand that if your child signs up they will be committing themselves to all of these sessions. In the event that they do drop out or miss a session for any reason you will still be expected to pay the full amount.

If you have a preference about which session you would like your child to take part in please indicate this, however please understand that the children have to take part in small groups, for safety reasons, and if everyone wants to do the same session this is obviously not going to work!
