Year Six - Writing a Report
This activity has been started in school and needs to be finished over half term.
The children will have photocopied and brought home what they have already done.


It is an assessed piece of writing which will become part of the children’s writing portfolio – which they will be building up over the year, and which will hopefully contain about six pieces of outstanding writing by the time we get to next July.

It is important that the children spend the time that they need to get this piece of writing to as good a standard as possible.

They will be given time after the half term break to produce a final version if this is needed.

The Whole Town’s Sleeping
We’ve been thinking a lot about Lavinia, Francine and Helen.

We used words like these to describe their personalities:

calm


sensation-seeking

determined 


timid


anxious














nervous


protective

reasonable

foolhardy

When you write a report it is very important to explain the things you are saying.
You can’t simply say things you have to use words like “because” to make sure that the reader understands why you’ve said what you’ve said.

For example you can’t say.

“Lavinia is foolhardy”.

You can say:

“Lavinia is foolhardy because it is dangerous to be out by herself when there is a killer about. She might be brave or excited but it’s not worth the risk to be out alone”.

Use this structure to write your report:

· Introduction.
(This will explain the story’s plot and introduce the three main characters)
Probably about 100 words.

· Paragraph One.
(This will be all about Lavinia’s actions, personality and motivations)
Probably about 100 words.

· Paragraph Two.
(This will be about Francine’s actions, personality and motivations)
probably about 100 words.

· Paragraph Three.
(This will be about Helen’s actions, personality and motivations)
Probably about 100 words.

· Conclusion.
(This will give your opinion of the three characters. Maybe saying who you think is acting in a sensible way and who is not)
Probably about 100 words.

Note:

If you are writing at a higher level you paragraphs will link together well.

This doesn’t have to be complicated.

For example; the introduction will explain that the three ladies have very different personalities and then the paragraphs themselves will discuss this in detail.

Or; the last words of the paragraph about Lavinia will tell us that the way Lavinia acts has a big impact on Francine, which leads us nicely to the paragraph that tells us about Francine.
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
