Dear Parents,

I’m really happy to be able to tell you that we’ve organised to take the children for some Wake Boarding sessions over the next few weeks.

Wake Boarding is a version of waterskiing which involves being pulled on a board attached to a wire, rather than by a boat, or maybe it’s more like skateboarding on water.

We had a session a couple of years ago and it was loads of fun, and, as surfing is proving a bit difficult this year, we’ve decided to have another go.

The sessions will take place on the next three Thursday afternoons (1st, 8th and 15th October) with the children being split into two groups.
Group One will have a session between 2.30pm and 3.30pm (returning to school at about 4.15pm) and Group Two between 3.30pm and 4.30pm (getting back at about 5.15pm).

We will need to split the children into two roughly equal groups.

If you have any preference about the group please let us know, otherwise we’ll put children involved in climbing on a Thursday evening in Group One and keep everyone else with their friends.

These sessions are not compulsory but I hope everyone will want to take part.

The children won’t require anything except a swimming costume to wear under the wetsuits they will be given, a towel and an old pair of trainers or wetsuit boots.

If anyone has their own winter wetsuits they are welcome to wear them. 

We’ll be travelling on school minibuses.

As with swimming, water confidence is very important, however an ability to swim 50m is not essential because the children will be wearing buoyancy jackets.

We are not asking for any money for this activity, at this point, on the basis that it looks like the money you are paying for surfing sessions, which haven’t happened yet, is likely to be enough to cover the contribution we would be asking you for, after our school subsidy is applied.

If we do ask for any money it is likely to be around the same price per session as the surfing.
