Dear Parents, 
I’m sure that you will already know that we have been giving the children the opportunity to take part in some water-sport activities over the last few years. This has included sailing, kayaking and surfing and I think that the clubs have been received really well by everyone.
We will be offering the children the chance to surf again this half term.

We have provisionally booked weekly sessions which will take place at Crooklets Beach in Bude.

The children do not need any previous experience and they won’t need any special equipment (beyond a swimming costume and towel) because everything is provided.

If children have their own wetsuits and want to wear them this is obviously fine.

The club will stop at the end of October, at half term, when the sea starts to get too cold for surfing in comfort.

We’re running with the assumption that most of the children will want to take part, because this has been the case in previous years, and have organised for two sessions to take place each week, as follows:

· Friday 18th and Friday 25th September (confirmed)
· Friday 2nd, Friday 9th, Friday 16th and Friday 23rd October (waiting for final confirmation but confident that surfing will be on these dates)

The children will need to be split into two groups of about sixteen.

This will enable us to transport the children in one minibus, and also keep groups as low as possible so that they get a better experience.

Group One will leave school after a slightly early lunch at about 12.15pm, getting back for the normal end of school at 3.40pm. 

Group Two will leave school at about 2.45pm and return to Bradworthy at about 6.00pm.
As already said will be using one of the school minibuses to transport the children to and from Bude so there shouldn’t be any need to ask any of you to help with transport, however you are very welcome, as always, to come along and watch – as long as you ensure social distancing, and follow government guidelines, whilst on the beech.

Ideally all participating children must be able to swim at least 50m, however if children are not able to swim this far, but are still very water confident, this is acceptable. If this is the case please ring school or email me.
Please use the slip at the bottom of this letter to tell us if you have any preference over whether you would prefer your child to take part on Friday or Monday.

We’ll do everything we can to take account of this, however group sizes are limited to a maximum of sixteen children.
As you know the school places a great deal of importance on offering our children as many different opportunities and experiences as possible and, so that we can try and make the club available to as many children as possible, we will be subsidising this activity very heavily. We are able to offer the club at a greatly reduced rate of only £7 a session which I think is a very reasonable price.
This means a total cost of £42, for six sessions. 

We are happy to receive payments weekly or if you prefer you can pay the whole lot in one go.
If you are paying by cheque please make it payable to Bradworthy Primary Academy.

You don’t have to send any money at this time.
As I’ve just said this club is once again being heavily subsidised by the school (to the extent of around £10 per child, per session) and the school will be committing itself to all of the sessions. Please understand that if your child signs up they are, themselves, committing to all of these sessions too. In the event that they drop out or miss a session for any reason you will still be expected to pay the full amount.
