	Reading Activities
· READ
· READ EVERY DAY
The only way to get better at reading is to read! Read to your parents, read over the phone to family and friends, read to your teddies. Read books, comics, magazines, the side of the cereal box, recipes, the subtitles on TV. Listen to stories and ask your parents to read to you. Use the book marks you were given earlier in the year to practice answering questions about whatever you are reading.


End of Year 2 Expectations
· Read accurately most words of two or more syllables.
· Read most words containing common suffixes (–ing, -ed, -er, -est, -y, -ment, -ness, -ly, -ful, -less) 
· Read words on the Year 2 common exception word list.
· Check reading makes sense, correcting any inaccuracies.
· Explain what has happened so far.
· Retell a wide range of stories.
· Discuss the meanings of words.
· Predict content and story development.
· Make inferences on the basis of what is being said and done.
· Answer and ask questions when vocabulary or meaning is not understood.
· Identify an event or idea in a text and express how it makes you feel.
· Show some awareness of texts being set in different times and places.
 
	Writing Activities
· Practice handwriting to ensure correct letter formation.
· Keep a diary – work on spelling the days of the week.
· Learn a poem / rhyme / song by heart and perform to your family.
· Re-write your favourite story.
· Write secret messages using invisible ink. Use lemon juice and a cotton bud then hold up to a light to read.
· Write a story from the perspective of another character.
· Write shopping lists.
· Practice spelling Common Exception Words
· Play spelling games on EdShed.


End of Year 2 Expectations 
· Write narratives about personal experiences and those of others.
· Write about real events.
· Use capital letters, full stops and questions marks.
· Use present and past tense correctly.
· Use and / or / but to join clauses.
· Use when / if / that / because to join clauses.
· Spell common exception words correctly
· Form capital letters and lower case letters of the correct size and orientation.
· Use finger spacing between words.
· Make simple additions and revisions to your writing.
· Begin to join letters


	Maths Activities
· Play dominoes and practice counting, doubling and halving.
· Draw around hands and feet and use this to practice counting in 5’s and 10’s (and times tables)
· Make your own card game.
· Play shops, giving items a price. Calculate how much you could spend. Work out change from £1.
· Design a new milkshake. Weigh the ingredients you will need.
· Measure how much a plant in your garden grows over a few days or weeks.
· Sort your family members, or toys, in height order.
· Make a calendar of the year, filling in months and days.
· Do a 2d and 3d shape hunt.


End of Year 2 Expectations 
· Read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and in words 
· Count in twos, fives and tens from 0 and use this to solve problems.                  
· Partition two-digit number into tens and ones.
· Add and subtract 2 two-digit numbers.
· Recall all number bonds to and within 10 and 20.
· Recall multiplication and division facts for 2, 5 and 10 and use to solve simple problems. 
· Recognise odd and even numbers.
· Identify 1/4, 1/3 , 1/2 , 2/4, 3/4, of a number or shape. 
· Know the value of different coins.
· Use different coins to make the same amount.         
· Read the time on a clock to the nearest 15 minutes.       
· Name and describe properties of 2-D and 3-D shapes (sides, vertices, edges, faces and lines of symmetry)        
	Science Activities
· Look at the animals you see. Which are carnivores, herbivores or omnivores?  What kind of food would they eat? What are their habitats. Are they nocturnal or diurnal?
· When you are eating, talk about the role that each of your senses plays. Use blindfold and feel, smell, touch the food before tasting.
· Can you see what material different objects are made of? What do they look and feel like?
· Have you planted any seeds or bulbs in your garden/ Talk about what happens as they grow.
· Help your parents plan some healthy meals. What should you include and what should you not eat too much of?


End of Year 2 Expectations 
· Describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food. 
· Identify and compare the suitability of a variety of everyday materials, including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses 
· Observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants.
· Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.
· Describe the importance for humans of exercise, eating the right amounts of different types of food, and hygiene.

· Select Spelling games on EdShed.
· Re-visit words learned in our weekly spellings


End of Year 2 Expectations

· Add the suffixes –ing, -ed, -er, -est, -y, -ment, -ness, -ly, -ful, -less to root words.
