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Ordering unit fractions

A unit fraction is a fraction where the numerator is 1. The denominator can be
any other whole number. A good way to remember it is by remembering that
unit means one.

1 numerator

4 denominator

The trick with ordering unit fractions is to look at the denominator.

The bigger the denominator, the smaller the fraction!
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
