Daily Activities:
Reading:
Please make sure you do 15 minutes of reading each day. Remember, this doesn’t have to be your reading book, it could be a magazine, comic or a news article etc. 

Handwriting:
Please complete the handwriting sheets for this week.

Exercise:
Please make sure you do some exercise each day – whether this is a YouTube workout like Joe Wicks, or a walk outside or a run etc.

Times tables
There are some handwriting packs that will be included with your other work. These focus on the 3, 4 and 8 times tables. Please work your way through it this week.

Literacy
We are following on from last week’s unit on Monster Pizzas.
Monday:
To practise and apply knowledge of suffixes: -er and -est suffixes, including test
In this lesson, we will practise the rules associated with adding the suffixes -er and -est. We will learn how to practise using the colour blocking strategy and will test the words previously set to learn.

To orally rehearse our instructions
In this lesson, we will use adjectives to describe our ingredients. Then, we will orally rehearse our instructions, using the features of instructions we have found.
Tuesday:
To write the instructions for our monster pizza
In this lesson, we will recap the features of instructions and write the instructions for making a pizza for a monster using sequencing words, adverbs, adjectives and imperative verbs.
Wednesday:
Today we would like you write up your instructions in neat. 
There is a checklist or you to use to help make sure you include everything you need in your final draft of your instructions. You can tick it off when you check through your writing. 
Thursday:
To write an invitation asking our monster friends to a pizza party
In this lesson, we will pretend to be a monster and free write an invitation asking other monsters to come to our pizza party. We will look at an example of an invitation and then children will write their own.
Friday:
This is your day to complete your reading comprehension work sheet just as you would normally do in class during our daily morning reading carousel.

Maths
This week, your lessons are following on from our unit on Geometry. You will be learning about mass, which is about what things weigh.
