Class 3 Home Learning
Monday 11th January 2021
Hello Class 3!
We hope you had a lovely Christmas and New Year! We’re looking forward to reading about your favourite presents and what you got up to. 
Mrs Davies and I have been so proud of all the amazing progress you guys made last term – you really worked so hard. We know it’s really disappointing that we can’t be in school altogether this half term but we will make up for it when we are back in class - we have lots of fun projects planned!

This document lays out the next week and what is expected in terms of home learning. I will upload additional documents of things like worksheets for you to print or have a look at – they wouldn’t fit into this document without jumbling everything up!
This is a long document, but remember, it is a weeks worth of work! 
From Tuesday morning, there will be a pack of this document, and worksheets in a folder for each of you to collect, should you wish.
There are a handful of you who have requested packs to be sent home to you and these will be done at the start of the week. 
However, for everyone else, you are welcome to come and collect your pack from the play house in the playground at school. Please remember to maintain social distancing when collecting them. 

Your Christmas Homework

I know we mentioned in your homework that we would be starting our multiplication and division topic this January. However, with the changes this month and the home learning that will be going on, we have decided to put this unit on hold until you are all back in school. Mrs Davies and I have decided to cover the measurement and shape units this half term, amongst some other lessons. 
We also set you a challenge of 20 reads over Christmas….make sure this is all written into your reading record and we will sort out treats when we are back in class – we promise!!
Along with this, you had some spelling homework set. Please can you get a grown up or older sibling at home to test you on your 20 words and let Mrs Davies and I know your scores via email. Thank you!  
(Well done to all those of you who have been practicing your spellings over the Christmas holiday on Spelling Shed, I have been really impressed by some awesome scores!!)
This weeks work – Monday 11th – Friday 15th January 2021 (!)
I’m now going to set out your lessons for the week. There is a lot to read, but remember this is your entire weeks’ worth of work. 
Reading
We would like you to do 15 minutes of reading per day. This really can be anything, whether it’s a news article, shopping lists, a magazine, comic, story book etc. Please record this in your reading record each day with a signature from a grownup or older sibling. 
Your reading challenge for this half term is 25 reads. Once again, make sure these are all written in your reading records with the date and we can then hand out prizes in class once we have counted these up. 
Reading Comprehension 
We would like you to do a reading comprehension activity once a week, as we did in class in the mornings. You can choose when to do this during the week but I’ve suggested in the weekly plan that it is your Literacy lesson for a Friday. 
I will attach a document of your comprehension activity below. 
Writing
We will be posting a postcard activity out to you this week for you to complete. 
This is one of your writing tasks for the week. The aim is for you to post these back to us and we will display them in class so they are here for you when you come back! Mrs Davies will be coming in near the start of the week to sort this activity out and post it out to you. This may take a few days, so start your story (below) first.   
We would also like you to write a story using the photo below as inspiration.

Have a think about who might live here. Could it be a king, or a princess, or a monster hidden away from the world? Is it the most powerful kingdom in the world? Have a think about a problem that could happen in your story. It might help if you come up with a plan before you start. Think about the:
· Beginning (Who are the main characters, where do they live?)
· Build up (What do the characters get up, is there a problem starting to appear?)
· Problem (This is something bad that happens in your story)
· Resolution (How is the problem fixed? By who?)
· Ending (This is how you finish your story. Is it a happy ending? A sad ending? A shocking ending?)

This plan, writing your story and checking and finishing off your story should take you the equivalent of what would take us about 3 lessons in class. 
Please can you send us a photo or your story when you have finished – it would be lovely if you drew a picture at the end, maybe of your favourite scene in the story or your favourite character? 
Spelling
Your last lesson of the week for Literacy is your spelling lesson. The words are from the spelling shed planning what we have been using in class. I will upload on a separate document, the activities to complete with it. 
There are 2 activities to do on there.

Maths
The maths is more structured day by day than your writing. Each day there will be a lesson for you to do. Some will be from the BBC website home learning section and some will be worksheets that I will upload on here.

Art 
Piet Mondrian 
This week, since we will be using rulers for our measuring activity, I thought it would be nice if we practiced a piece of art involving straight lines. If you have a look at the link below, you will see the type of pictures I’m thinking of.

You could either do your art onto an A4 page and then cut it into a heart when you’ve finished, or do it straight onto a heart shaped piece of paper. 
You will want to use primary colours, yellow, red and blue, as in this photo. You can use black tape, or just black pen or paint for the lines.  Don’t forget to leave some of the spaces blank, so that they are white. 
We would love to see photos of your art work. We will either print them off, or if this doesn’t quite work, hold onto them and when we are back at school, we can display them in class. 

Health and Wellbeing 
We would like to set an activity each week to do with our well being and keeping positive. 
I think it’s safe to say that the past year and the start to this year hasn’t been the easiest time for any of us. It’s okay to feel a bit down in the dumps sometimes and there is a lot going on at the moment that is different to what we are used to.
