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Dear Parents, 


Welcome back to a new school year. It certainly seems a very long time since the last one. We hope everyone has had a good summer holiday and enjoyed the many adventures the children have been telling us about.  It’s been lovely to see all of the children back in school, and we have enjoyed spending the last few weeks building up new class routines and getting to know each other.   This is a quick letter to explain our new systems, and hopefully answer some questions!
This year the children in Year Four will be working predominately with myself although Bryan Sentence will be teaching the children on Wednesday afternoon. Sarah Lewis and Elliot Lewis will be supporting the class through the week. The class will also be having weekly climbing sessions with Simon Young on a Thursday.  

The children have been given their reading records and they spent a bit of time personalising these on the first day back. Hopefully by now, all the children have been heard read in school and have changed their book or continued to read a book from home.
I have spoken to the class about our system for collecting signatures for reading at home. If they have not already told you about this, I will fill you in now. 
The children are able to collect signatures from adults at home for any reading (15 minutes minimum) that they do at home. This could be for reading out loud to an adult or reading quietly to themselves. The children can fill in the book and pages that they have read themselves and an adult jut needs to sign beside that. We can then total up the signatures to award certificates when the children reach 50, 100, 150 and 250 signatures. 
Our weekly spellings and times tables will be starting this week. Each week, on a Thursday morning, new spellings and times tables will be written into reading records, and the class will be tested on the words they have previously been learning at home. If your child does not write down their spellings for the week for any reason, I am hoping to post the spelling and times tables lists on the Class Four page of the school website.   
We also started homework last week and have already received several pieces of homework back. Homework will be set on Fridays and will usually be due back the following Friday unless stated otherwise. 
Throughout the year the children will be taking part in PE sessions across the week. We would really appreciate it if the children could have a full PE kit in school at all times.
