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Tutankhamun
The most well known Egyptian pharaoh today is, without doubt, Tutankhamun.
Tutankhamun was probably born in Akhetaten which was the capital city of Egypt. He was born in about the year 1346 BC. His father was the pharaoh Akehenhaten.
Tutankhamun became Pharaoh of Egypt soon after his father died in 1337 BC, when he was only nine years old. 
By the age of 19 he was dead.

Where was Tutankhamun buried? 
Tutankhamun was buried in a hastily prepared tomb at a place in Egypt called the Valley of the Kings, the traditional burial place of pharaohs.

Who discovered Tutankhamun's Tomb? 
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The tomb of Egypt's boy-king Tutankhamun was discovered by Howard Carter. 
What was Howard's job?
He was an archaeologist from England working in Egypt. He wanted to find out about the people who lived in Egypt in ancient times.
By 1922, other Archaeologists thought they had found all the tombs but Carter worked out that there was one still left - the tomb of Tutankhamen.
Carter had worked in Egypt for 31 years before he found King Tut's tomb. 


Information about Howard Carter
	Howard Carter was born in 1874 in Norfolk, England. He was the son of an artist.
Carter began his career in Egypt at the age of 17, using his artistic talents to copy wall paintings and inscriptions. 
In 1907, Carter went to work for Lord Carnarvon.
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The Valley of the Kings is on the west bank of the Nile River across from Luxor. 


The person responsible for Tutankhamun's burial, and shown on one of the walls in his tomb, was Ay who succeeded him on the Egyptian throne.
